Food & Friends, an agency that prepares and dslimeals to homebound people struggling with

HIV/AIDS and other terminal illnesses

Capitol Area Food Bank, a large distribution wanet®supplying donated non-perishable food to agenci

and food pantries

Parks & People, a non-profit dedicated to reclagrand preserving green spaces in low-income

neighborhoods

Community of Hope, a shelter for homeless famiidts children

About half of the group also participated in a peog called “Bread for the Journey,” which involved

purchasing food, preparing bag meals, and distriguhem individually to homeless persons livingtba

street.



Our first evening in DC, the entire group met wigipresentatives of the National Coalition for thenéless to
learn more about what life on the street is likeg how advocacy and self-help efforts can imprineelive of the
homeless.
